antebellum or Victorian-era architecture, we have beautiful homes with fascinating stories to

tell. (3 hours)

Day 3: After breakfast and coffee, head to Catfish Row Museum which features an ever
revolving display of art exhibits. (1 hour)

The murals consist of 32 life-like pictorial murals by
Robert Dafford and 1 abstract mural by Vicksburg artist Martha Ferris which recognizes

three vital arteries feeding
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
